Instructor certification results from attending a 3-day Instructor-Led Training that presents the 
Mental Health First Aid course and provides in-depth instruction on facilitating the curriculum. 
The entire Public Instructor Training process includes an application (takes about 10-15 
minutes), self-paced pre-work (approximately 8 hours), remote 3-day Instructor-Led Training, 
and self-paced post work (around 2 hours). Please review the Instructor Certification Process for 
more information regarding tuition cost, training format, cancellation policy, and more.
